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W e currently have 113 exhibitors signed up
to do the Fall Show with about 15 additional
spaces reserved for demonstrators and invited
guests. The deadline for the Fall Show is June
30, 2007, so please get your contracts in ASAP.
Please e-mail me at knoggle@onemain.com or
call me at 865.207.7710 if you need a Fall 2007
contract mailed to you. As always, new Guild
members may take advantage of the “Early Bird
Rates” as listed on the contract. The Board is
discussing the possibility of putting the 2008 show
contract on our website for easier access by
members. This change will save several hundred
dollars in printing and mailing costs each year.
We will notify you when the 2008 show contract
is available.

We are in the process of negotiating another
multi-year contract with the City of Knoxville for
use of the Jacob Building. We definitely have the
building rented for 2007, but the terms ($$) are
still being decided. As I mentioned in the last
newsletter, rental rates for the Jacob Building are
going up this year, which is why the Board decided
to change some booth fees for the 2007 show.
The Board has implemented these changes so
that all exhibitors share more fairly in the overhead
costs of putting on the Fall Show. This is another
reminder of changes that are detailed on the 2007
contract, in case you didn’t read the fine print:

Changes to Commission Option: The minimum
payment for a 10 X 10 booth space using the
commission option is $200. This amount is what

you sent in with your contract. Half of this amount
($100) is a non-refundable deposit which
guarantees your space. The $200 payment will
be deducted from the 20% commission on total
gross sales owed at the end of the show. There
is no longer a cap on the commission owed.
For example, if you make $2000 (gross sales - not
including tax) at the show, you will owe $400 in
commission. Your $200 pre-payment will be
deducted from the $400. As you check out at the
end of the show, you will need to pay the balance
due of $200.

The $200 you pay is a minimum payment for
the booth space. Even if you make less than $1000
in gross sales, there will be no refund of this
amount at the show’s end.

Exhibitors using the commission option must use
the receipt books provided in the packet received
at show check-in. If receipts are not turned in at
check-out, the exhibitor will not be eligible for
the commission option for future shows.

Change to Featured Demonstrator Option:
Featured demonstrators will be required to pay
a 10% commission on total sales at the end of
the show. Since the selection of featured
demonstrators takes place in June and July, any
exhibitors not selected by the Show Committee
will be offered the Early Bird Rates on regular
booth fees available to everyone else. Featured
demonstrators will be supplied with receipt books
upon check-in at the show. All receipts must be
turned in at show check-out.
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Proposed
Bylaw Changes

ince several members have recently moved
out of state, the FCG Board has decided to further
define in-state “residency” as it applies to the
Guild. Another proposed by-law change involves
the date of the annual Board election. These
by-law changes will be voted on at the Fall Show
membership meeting in November.

1)  Bylaw change to define residency, applies
to Article III, Section 2, paragraphs A and C:
The Guild may require a member to provide proof
of in-state residency by supplying one of the
following: a Federal income tax return, TN Driver’s
License or TN Voter’s Registration Card. Failure
to supply proof of TN residency will result in loss
of membership.

2)  Bylaw change pertaining to reasons
for termination of membership would
become Article III, Section 3, paragraph B,
sub-paragraph 2, section VI:
Failure to provide proof of in-state residency
when requested.

3)  Bylaw change about annual election dates
applies to Article V, Section 2, paragraph D,
Article VI, Section 1, paragraph C, and Article
IX, Section 1 to read October/November
instead of October.
